INSTALLATION steps

It is very important to align your skis at « 0 degrees of opening » (parallel skis) while snowmobile is resting flat on the ground, do not rely on previous alignment of snowmobile. Most snowmobiles 
are not at 0 degrees;

It is very important to drill all holes from the bottom of the ski and be sure the holes are centered. See installation instructions in each package to drill these holes perfectly. An incorrect hole (and not 
well centered) could change the quality of steering, cause an enormous increase in fuel consumption, and could tug the machine from left to right.
